George and Nappy are sons of Elmer “Slats” Martin who served in the 119th Machine Gun Battalion in WWI…and as you may know, Slats Martin was the founder of Slat’s Harbor, now known as Harbor View.

--- Photo of the 18th Separate Company in 1920 at Camp Douglas, Wisconsin. The 18th Separate Company of the Wisconsin National Guard directly succeeded Company B, 119th MG Battalion and included a large number of Price County veterans who reenlisted after WWI.

--- Artifacts from Slats Martin’s service in WWI, including his uniform blouse, helmet and service medals, including various campaign clasps and the Purple Heart.
-- Photos of other WWI Price County Veterans including Alec Peterson from Phillips and Wagner from Butternut will also be displayed, along with other WWI memorabilia.  We also encourage participants to bring any other artifacts and photos that they may have which feature members of the 119th Machine Gun Battalion or other WWI Price County veterans.
We particularly welcome members of Price County American Legion, Veterans of Foreign Wars, and AMVETS Posts and other veterans from across Price County, as well as all students and citizens interested in Price County’s military heritage.
