SUMMARY OF FLOOD AND TORNADO DAMAGE 
IN THE MIDWEST

June 13, 2008

· In Manhattan, KS, a tornado damaged buildings on the Kansas State University campus on Wednesday, June 11. The Hale Library was not affected, but other buildings that house libraries including Cardwell Hall (Math/Physics Library) and Fiedler Hall (Fiedler Engineering Library) did sustain damage.
· The Mid-Continent Railway Historical Society and Museum in North Freedom, WI, was seriously damaged by floods on June 9. The museum’s collections of smaller artifacts were moved to safety, but outdoor exhibits such as trains and historic buildings were flooded. · The National Czech & Slovak Museum and the African American Historical Museum and Cultural Center in Cedar Rapids, IA, were damaged by flood waters on June 12 despite sandbagging efforts the previous day.  
· The Spam Museum at a Hormel Foods corporate office in Austin, IA, was forced to close due to flooding.

· The University of Iowa in Iowa City has been forced to close its main library. Volunteers are working to move the special collections out of lower lever storage areas and the servers are being removed from the building. The University of Iowa Art Museum has closed also.

· The Dan Gable International Wrestling Institute and Museum in Waterloo, IA, suffered extensive flood damage, losing all memorabilia stored in its basement.
· The Circus World Museum in Baraboo, WI, a National Historic Landmark, closed on June 10 in preparation for flooding. Musical instruments, ten historic circus wagons, and other artifacts have been moved to protect them from the water.
· Amana Millrace, a defining feature of the Amana Colonies National Historic Landmark in Iowa, has flooded.  Elsewhere in the Amanas, a section house, depot, grain elevator, and small shed are all surrounded by water. A Woolen Mill is being sandbagged.
· The Moscow Covered Bridge in Moscow, IN, has sustained major damage from a tornado and moved off its foundations, which remain in place.
