Private Soldiers:  A Year in Iraq with a Wisconsin National Guard Unit

The Traveling Exhibit

The exhibit Private Soldiers is based on the book of the same name.  The book and the exhibit chronicle the Wisconsin Army National Guard 2-127th Infantry Battalion’s year-long deployment from the unique perspective of the soldiers themselves.  Their mission took them into the most dangerous regions of Iraq, where they withstood hundreds of attacks, saw dozens wounded and lost three members killed in action.

Private Soldiers first opened in the Wisconsin Historical Museum in January 2008.  It is now available to travel throughout the state – to other museums, historical societies, schools or libraries.

Exhibit Specifics:

The exhibit consists of 18 framed 2’x3’ posters.  One is an introductory panel, the other 17 feature photos and label copy from the book.  All panels are ready-to-hang.

Shipping:  Costs to be borne by the Borrower.  Exhibit panels are shipped in three crates, which can be sent UPS or transported via SUV or van.  Each crate weights ca. 110 pounds and measures:  15” x 27” x 41”.  The crates have wheels and a pulling handle.
Insurance:  Exhibit is to be insured by Borrower for $4,998.

Venue:  Exhibit can be reserved for four, six, or eight week periods.
