      Visitors entering through the front door on 1600 Wisconsin Avenue are welcomed into the foyer by the sparkle of a glistening white tree.  A few steps further into the living room will reveal the rich hues of blue and gold decorations adorning two seven foot trees.  A quick step to the left, into the parlor, will delight visitors with not only the warm glow provided by the nine foot red and green themed tree residing there, but also by the view of a wonderful collection of Santa figures adding a special seasonal reminder, "You better be good."
     From the living room and parlor areas, visitors will enter the dining room with its elegantly appointed table set to welcome the Christmas day dinner and a seven foot tree decorated in various shades of brown and rust.  The final room of the Christmas tour is the Timm House kitchen where vistors will enjoy refreshments in the presence of further seasonal decorations including a small whimsical tree adorned not only with multi colors, but also some "tools of the trade", too.  In addition to the specially decorated trees, window frames, mantels and archways throughout the restored Victorian residence have also received holiday treatments.
     The Timm House will be open during the month of December on Saturday and Sunday afternoons.  December 3, 4, 10, 11, and 17 will feature open hours from 1 to 4 PM and Sunday, December 18 will offer admittance from 10 AM to 2 PM, or by appointment.  Appointments may be made by calling 894-7137 or 898-5746.  Admission is $5 for adults and $2.50 for children under 12 years of age.
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
