of Sheboygan, Whitewater Pottery, Mineral Point Pottery, and 

Portage City of Portage. From Milwaukee potters include C. 
Hermann, J.B. Maxfield, O.F. Baker, and L.J. Farwell of 

Milwaukee, who served as Wisconsin’s first governor.
Visitors to the exhibit will see many of the Wisconsin stoneware 
crocks, cream pots, stoneware bottles, and jugs adorned with 
floral decorations and interesting stamps or signatures. Most of 
the clay used to make the stoneware originated from Ohio, but 
some companies used local hand dug clay for their vessels. 
Wisconsin Stoneware is relatively rare due in part to the short 
time period in which it was produced (mostly 1856-1890). However, 
collectors are very enthusiastic over their finds!

In addition to the Wisconsin Stoneware exhibit, The ever-popular 
What Is It? will again be part of the event. Bring your mystery 
pottery item to the show (two per admission) and Wisconsin 
Pottery Association members will informally identify and evaluate 
it.
Buyers can expect our 50+ dealers to be selling pottery and

dinnerware dating from 1880’s to the present. Styles range from

Art Deco and Streamline to Arts and Crafts, Mid-Century modern,
and Art Nouveau, from companies such as Fulper, Rookwood, McCoy, 
Roseville, Weller, Cowan, Red Wing, and many more.
