February 10, 2022, 7:00 pm: What do mice, birds and bugs have to do with history?

Out in the wilds and croplands that have succeeded the Badger Army Ammunition Plant, conservation biologists study all sorts of critters and their relationships with the land. It is historical work, learning how cultural forces are expressed in land use, which creates the habitats that largely determine animal populations. This informs conservation efforts, and demands that researchers collect data that will provide useful historical reference in the future.
