Palestine:


Henry Norr is a 62-year-old semi-retired freelance writer and activist. He used to be a technology columnist at the San Francisco Chronicle, until they fired him in March 2003, ostensibly for getting arrested in an anti-war demonstration the day Bush attacked Iraq, but also because of his involvement in Palestine solidarity work. From February 2003 to January 2004 he was deployed to a small forward operating base near Kirkuk, Iraq. After returning from Iraq he finished up his time in the army and was honorably discharged in June of 2006 and has been an Iraq Veteran Against the War ever since.��Bus Manager: �Guitar instructor Josh Brollier, 25, lives in Clarksville, TN. He has worked with refugees from Afghanistan, Sudan, and Somalia while living in Memphis. He has also spent three months in Zimbabwe in 2004 working with youth orphaned from AIDS. He studied African and Latin American history at the University of Memphis and has been involved in various positions working with youth since he graduated in 2006. Josh has previously been involved with civil disobedience and counter recruitment as he’s strongly opposed to the wars in Iraq and Afghanistan.
