Charter’s announcement late today that it plans to continue to carry the PEG channels in the analog format is a victory for PEG advocates and great news for “basic cable” customers who watch on analog cable. 

“WAPC is gratified that Charter Communications has listened and is keeping PEG stations on the analog basic tier of service for all of its customers to view. Naturally, our members will be very disappointed that they will lose their long-time channel locations, which some have occupied for more than thirty years.  You have to wonder - if Charter can make room for PEG on the analog basic tier between 95 and 99, why move them at all?” said Mary Cardona, Executive Director.  

Charter’s announcement does not say how long the company plans to keep PEG channels on the basic analog tier of service.  WAPC certainly hopes the company will keep PEG on the analog basic tier until Charter’s system goes all-digital.

Because Charter’s press release was received at the end of day Friday, WAPC would like to point out that PEG station managers around the state will no doubt have their own thoughts about how Charter’s decision will affect their station.  
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
